» To help prevent strangulation tighten all fasteners. A child can trap parts of the
body or clothing on loose fasteners.

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* When child is able to pull to a standing position, set mattress to lowest position
and remove bumper pads, large toys and other objects that could serve as
steps for climbing out.

* When child is able to climb out or reaches the height of 35 in. (90 cm), the crib
shall no longer be used.

* Check this product for damaged hardware, loose joints, missing parts or sharp
edges before and after assembly and frequently during use. DO NOT use crib
if any parts are missing, damaged or broken. Contact Pali for replacement
parts and instructional literature if needed. DO NOT substitute parts.

* DO NOT use a water mattress.
* If refinishing, use a non-toxic finish specified for children's products.

(690mm) in width and 4 in. (100mm) in thickness.

* When cleaning your crib, please use a non-toxic, non-abrasive cleaner. Mix a
solution of water with a small amount of mild dishwashing liquid. Apply to crib
surface with a soft, damp cloth lightly dampened in solution. After cleaning, dry
completely with a soft, dry cloth.

» When storing crib use caution as extreme changes in temperature or humidity
can compromise the crib making it extremely dangerous to your child.
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
